MARKET GOAT RULES
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All exhibitors must comply with the general rules and regulations of the Kiwanis Ogeechee Fair.
All market goats should be transferred to the exhibitor by August 1, 2026.
All market goats must be tagged with an official state ear tag on or before August 1, 2026.
All market goats (does and wethers) must have a scrapie tag.
Each exhibitor will be allowed to show a maximum of 3 market goats.
Market goats will be weighed by show officials. Weights will be recorded and market goats will show
by those weights.
Market Goats must weight a MINIMUM of 40 pounds.
Does and wethers will show together.
All market goats must be trained to show and are properly groomed.
Showmanship classes will be divided into the following: Pre Club (3™ grade and below); Cloverleaf
(Grade 4-5); Junior (Grade 6-8) and Senior (Grade 9-12)
Premiums for market goat classes will be as follows:
a. 1%t-$33
2nd-$31
39-$29
4th - $27
5th - $25
6" & below: $23
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Grand Champion Market Goat: $75

Reserve Champion Market Goat: $50
